Class Timelines. Have you ever wondered what you should be doing to help your student plan 
for life after high school? Then you need to check out the Student Services/CRC web page to 
view the class timelines. Each class (freshmen, sophomore, junior and senior) has a timeline to 
lead them through the post high school planning process. The junior and senior year timelines are 
broken down with tasks on a month by month basis. To find these timelines go to the Libertyville 
HS web page and click on the Student Services link.
